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To be included in the AHP Prioritized Pest List, a pest:
- Cannot be established in the conterminous United States (even if the distribution is limited) 
- Cannot be considered non-reportable by PPQ
- Cannot be a program pest with funding for national survey

The Analytic Hierarchy Process (AHP) Prioritized Pest List for 2012 is a ranked list of pests that are expected to cause 
damage to agricultural and/or natural resources if introduced into the United States.  The prioritized pest list includes 
arthropods, mollusks, pathogens, nematodes, and weeds.

Subject matter experts in biology and economics evaluated each pest against a weighted set of criteria addressing 
environmental  impact and economic impact.   By combining the extent to which a pest fulfilled the set of criteria 
(determined by subject matter experts) with the criteria weights (determined by decision makers representing the CAPS 
community), each pest received a score.  The result is the prioritized pest list shown on the worksheets AHP PPL Rank 
by Taxon and AHP PPL by Rank .  The full set of criteria is shown on the worksheet AHP Criteria .
